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1 Introduction

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of the Village’s Stormwater Management Program (SWMP) is to reduce the number of
pollutants discharged into the municipal stormwater system and to protect surface water quality to the
maximum extent practical. The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC),
focuses on the leading forms of pollutants within waterbodies which include pathogens, nitrogen,
phosphorus, silt and sediment, and floatables.

- Pathogens refer to the release of bacteria or viruses through animal waste, which then can cause
disease and health complications for humans based on exposure levels. This may also be referred
to as fecal coliform in NYSDEC references.

- Nitrogen and phosphorous are nutrients commonly used in fertilizers and other residential and
industrial products which can cause algal blooms. This in turn leads to oxygen depletion and
fishkills or other mass die-offs of marine life.

- Silt and sediment pollution is a result of erosion carried by stormwater. The eroded material can
clog drainage ways and destroy natural habitats.

- Floatables are materials that tend to lie on the surface of water bodies. They tend to remain on
the water’s surface and break down, causing harm to marine life.

The sources of these pollutants are typically found in urban runoff which mixes with and carries human
waste from failing septic systems, erosion from construction sites, fertilizers, animal wastes including pet
and goose droppings and horse manure, and litter discarded by people. Within the Village, the municipal
drainage system (gutters, manholes, and catch basin inlets) follows the roadway network.

Since 2003, the Village has participated in the Phase Il Stormwater Management Program. As part of an
amendment to the federal Clean Water Act, the USEPA required a reduction in pollutants to stormwater
discharges. New York State’s General Permit for Stormwater Discharges requires that operators of
Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4s) develop, implement and enforce a Stormwater
Management Program by January 8, 2008. The program has six major components, including:

e  Public Education and Outreach Program

e Public Involvement/Participation

llicit Discharge Detection and Elimination
Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control
e Post-Construction Stormwater Management
e Pollutant Prevention and Good Housekeeping

The 2024 New York State General Permit for Stormwater Discharge (GP 0-24-001) created additional
updates to the MS4 requirements. Within 6 months of the effective date of coverage (EDC), municipalities
must make their SWMP available during normal business hours for the MS4 operator’s management and
staff responsible for implementation as well as the public and must be documented in the SWMP Plan
(Location must be kept current). The purpose of this document is to summarize all of the Village’s
operations on stormwater and facilitate the onboarding of new staff.

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1.2 Municipal Background Information

1.2.1 MS4 Description
MS4 is an acronym that stands for Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System. An MS4 is a municipality with
such a storm system, in this case, the Village of Westbury.

1.2.1.1 Village Location

The Village of Westbury is a municipality located in central Nassau County, in the Town of North
Hempstead. It is bordered on the north by the Village of Old Westbury; on the east by unincorporated
New Castle; on the south by unincorporated South Westbury; and on the west by unincorporated Carle
Place. There are no water bodies within or adjacent to the Village. Approximately half of the Village is
located outside of any watershed which connects to a waterbody and instead drain to recharge basins.

1.2.1.2  Village Demographics

The Village encompasses approximately 2.4 square miles. According to the year 2000 U.S. Census, the
Village has a population of approximately 14,250 making up 3,440 families residing in 4,640 households.
The population density is approximately 5,980 people per square mile (or 9.4 people per acre).

1.2.1.3 Village Land Use

The Village has mixed land use. Approximately 87% is single and multi-family residential use, with 7%
commercial and less than one percent industrial. The balance of the land use is for community and
public services such as schools, government, religious, and recreational. Only 1 % of the land parcels are
greater than or equal to one acre.

1.2.1.4  Village Administration

The Board of Trustees is comprised of the mayor and four trustees, and is the main governing body of
the Village. This Board is the legislative body of the Village and has a broad power that enables it to
adopt a wide range of local laws to address village concerns. The mayor is the Village’s chief executive
officer and executes all rules, regulations and local laws, and is the presiding member of its Board of
Trustees. The mayor appoints all department heads and members of the various village boards, with
approval of the Board of Trustees. Having a vote equal to other Board members, the mayor has no veto
power and is responsible for operations of the village and actions of subordinate officers. In this
capacity, the mayor presents reports and resolutions to the Board for evaluation and approval by vote.

The Trustees, in addition to servicing on the governing board of the village, serve as commissioners of
major functional areas such as public works, recreation, public safety, personnel, and senior affairs.
There are two other boards and one commission that are involved in advising on or implementing
elements of the stormwater program; the Zoning Board of Appeals, the Planning Board, and the
Environmental Conservation Commission.

The Zoning Board of Appeals is a seven-member body that hears petitions from property owners and
other aggrieved parties who need to challenge the requirements of the zoning law and permitted
property uses. The Board has the authority to grant variances of the Village’s Zoning Code when there
are evident hardships after conducting a public hearing with the proper notice to all the neighboring
property owners affected. The Board also has the authority to establish boundary lines in the zoning
districts, determine if a particular use pre-dates the existing code and performs advisory functions to the
Village Board of Trustees on zoning matters.
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The Planning Board is made up of seven members who act as advisors to the Village Board of Trustees
and the Zoning Board, offering them recommendations and suggestions to aid in their decision-making
process. This Board has the power to conduct investigations, reports and recommendations relative to
the planning and development of structures within the Village. The Chairperson meets monthly with the
Building Superintendent to go over residential and commercial applications for variances and special
exceptions to Village Codes.

The Environmental Conservation Commission examines environmental matters referred to it and holds
special events concerning the environment throughout the year. The Mayor and the Board of Trustees
depend on the Commission to advise them as well as inform the community on their findings.

A full-time staff of 55 performs the day-to-day operation of the Village:

The Village Clerk and the administrative officers perform a variety of administrative duties related to
municipal government, including oversight of day-to-day village business and accounting, coordination
of all Board meetings, fiscal record keeping, and tax collection, coordination of the various departments
and village court. The Village Clerk is the stormwater contact and coordinates all elements of the Village
Stormwater Management Program (SWMP)

The Village Director of Public Works (DPW) is the Stormwater Management Officer (SMO) and is
responsible for implementing Minimum Control Measure (MCM) three (i.e. lllicit Discharge Detection
and Elimination (IDDE)) and MCM six (i.e. Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping of Municipal
Operations). DPW operates and maintains the road network, street drainage, street lighting, solid waste
management, landscaping and parking lots.

1.2.1.5 Village Facilities and Infrastructure
The following facilities and infrastructure are owned by the Village:

Facilities:

The Village Hall, at 235 Lincoln Place, is where the administrative functions of the Village take place. It
has the following departments: Mayor’s Office, Clerk-Treasurer, Administrative Offices, Building
Department, Code Enforcement, Court.

The Village Recreation Center at Post Ave and Rockland Ave is a 3.25-acre community services complex
with four (4) buildings:

e An administration building

e A community building

e Avrecreation center

e Asports center

The Public Works maintenance yard, at 500 Dover Street, contains offices and maintenance facilities
consisting of:

e The office building with a 3-bay vehicle garage
e A 5-bay vehicle garage

e A 3-bay storage garage

¢ A maintenance warehouse

e Quonset hut style storage building
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The highways and sanitation staff and equipment are at this site.

Infrastructure
Parks and Open Space: The Village has three parks:

e The Village Square
e Post Ave Recreational Center
e The Powells Lane Park

Streets & Street Drainage: The Village has 43.1 miles of roads. There are 3.2 miles of County Highways
and 2.5 miles of State Highways within the Village. Road networks and drainage systems are
interconnected. The Village drainage system consists of 20 miles of pipe, 892 catch basins, 364
manholes and 62 drywells. There are nine (9) County stormwater basins in the northern part of the
Village between Northern State Parkway and Jericho Tpk. These basins handle the runoff from this part
of the Village and do not discharge directly or indirectly to any waterbody.

Parking Lots: The Village has seven (7) open, surface municipal parking lots in the downtown area.

1.2.1.6  Village Services
The following services are operated by the Village:

Village Street Maintenance: The Village DPW the maintains the road system and parking lots, including
sweeping, snow and ice removal, maintenance of the stormwater (drainage) system, and collection and
disposal of garbage, recyclables, trash, tree, limb, brush and leaves. DPW also provides custodial
services to the village buildings and grounds maintenance for the Village properties. To provide these
services, DPW has a staff of 35 and the following equipment: 7 dump trucks, 8 garbage trucks, 1
sweeper, 2 front end loaders, 1 tractor, 2 leaf vacs, 5 pick-up trucks, 11 SUV/cars, 1 GEM electric utility
truck, plow blades, spreaders, and liquid calcium chloride tanks on spreaders.

Landscaping and lawn Maintenance: Grass cutting and general landscaping is provided by Village DPW
staff on a regular basis.

Municipal Vehicle Storage and Maintenance: Vehicle storage and maintenance are provided in a lot and
an eight-bay garage behind Village Hall. Village forces do minor maintenance and major repairs are
outsourced. The Village recycles its used oil, antifreeze, and batteries.

Solid Waste Services: the Village manages residential solid waste recycling and disposal. Trash is
collected by the village and taken to the Town of North Hempstead solid waste facility.

e The Village has a recycling program for newspapers, magazines, plastics, glass, and metals.
The Village has provided residents with reusable recycling containers. These materials are
collected at curbside and taken to the Town Recycling Center by the carter.

e The Village residents use a household hazardous disposal program run by the Town of North
Hempstead. Residents bring their household hazardous wastes to designated Town
locations. Village residents also use the Town recycling facility to dispose of used
automotive oil.
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1.2.1.7 Other Service Providers
The following services are operated by other entities within the Village right-of-way:

Water Supply: The Westbury Water District and the Carle Place Water District provide drinking water.
Fire hydrants allow the fire department to connect into the potable water supply.

Sanitary Sewer: Wastewater collection and treatment is provided by Nassau County DPW. The entire
Village is served by public sewers, so failing private septic systems are not an issue under the Village’s
SWMP.

Solid Waste: Household Hazardous Waste (S.T.0.P.) disposal is provided by the Town of North
Hempstead. Residents must deliver to designated Town locations.

Electricity: Electricity is provided by PSEG.

Natural Gas: Natural gas for heating and cooking is provided by National Grid.

2 Applicable Local Laws and Other Legal Authorities

2.1 Illicit Discharge Detention and Elimination Law

The Village adopted a local law to prohibit illicit connections to the municipal stormwater system
October 4, 2007. The law is in Chapter 147 of the Village Code entitled lllicit Discharges, Activities and
Connections to Storm Sewers. A copy of the Village’s local law pertaining to illicit Discharges to Storm
Sewers is contained in Appendix A. The law is based on the NYSDEC’s model local law, released in April
2006.

2.2 Erosion and Sedimentation Control Law

The Village adopted a local law to require erosion control and stormwater management on construction
sites on August 22, 2007. This law applies to all activities within the Village that cause the land
disturbance of an acre or more. A copy of the Village’s local law pertaining to Erosion Control and
Stormwater Management is contained in Appendix B. The law is based on the NYSDEC’s model local law,
released by the DEC in March 2006 and updated in October 2006.

3 Inter-Municipal Agreements and the Nassau County Stormwater

Coalition

The Village of Westbury is a coalition member as a partner with Nassau County in the SWMP. The
Village is located within Nassau County, and there are County roads within and bordering the Village. A
portion of the runoff from some Village streets flow onto County roads before being discharged into
waterbodies. The County has a much larger government system than the Village, and the County has
the means and manpower to do several activities related to the stormwater program that the Village
simply could not do. The County has worked with funding that the Village was not eligible to receive
regarding the stormwater program. In fact, the Village signed an agreement with the County for “in kind
services” to help the County obtain NYSDEC grant money to implement the County’s SWMP to benefit
all municipalities in the County as participants.
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As part of their obligation to the Coalition members, the County provided the following on a Countywide
basis:
- conducted educational programs pertaining to stormwater quality for municipal employees,
consultants and high school students;
- provided storm drain medallions;
- provided stormwater related literature to its residents;
- conducted public participation programs such as logo and slogan contests, and shoreline and
beach cleanups;
- developed a model Drainage Use Ordinance;
- mapped outfalls along the County shoreline and stream corridors; and
- provided training for construction contractors and municipal officials regarding erosion and
sediment control and good housekeeping for municipal operations.

A copy of the Nassau County Certification page from their annual report to the NYSDEC which is a
coalition partnership acknowledgement is contained in Appendix C. Additional information pertaining to
the Nassau County SWMP efforts may be found on the Nassau County website at:

4 Staffing, Staff Development Programs, and Staff Organization
The Village has a full-time staff complement of approximately 55 people with some fluctuations due to
staff movement.

The Departments that are involved with parts of the Stormwater Program and their staffing is as follows:

- Administrative & Clerical: 3
- Building Dept and Code Enforcement: 5
- Public Works — highway maintenance 8
- Public Works — sanitation 15
- Public Works — custodial 4
- Public Works - parks attendants 2

- Village Clerk: The Village Administrator-Clerk serves as Owner/Operator and the Local
Stormwater Public Contact. The Administrator-Clerk’s primary duty is to carry out the policies of
the Mayor and Trustees, supervise the various departments, coordinate all activities of the
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Village government and approve all purchases. The Village Administrator-Clerk oversees the
Village Office and issues licenses and permits and is the custodian of all Village records.

- Superintendent of Buildings: The Senior Building Inspector oversees the Building Department
including inspection and code enforcement. The primary function of the Building Department is
to review plans and issue permits to build, extend, or improve property and to assure for
conformance with the Building Zone Ordinance and Building Code and issue certificates of
occupancy. The Senior Building Inspector will review SWPPPs for building permit applications
with greater than or equal to one acre of soil disturbance, and check for SWPPP implementation
on active construction sites requiring SWPPPs.

- Commissioner of Public Works: The Commissioner of Public Works oversees the Public Works
Department (DPW). DPW is responsible for maintenance of the village streets, drains, parking
lots, and other property. Public Works plows snow, sands ice, and cleans roadway shoulders
and islands; plants and maintains trees and shrubs; fabricates and installs street and traffic signs
and pavement markings; clears and maintains storm drains, cleans up leaves, removes fallen
branches and storm debris; manages solid waste and recycling; and performs maintenance at
Village Hall. The Public Works Director is the Stormwater Management Officer (SMO) for the
Village.

- MS4 Engineer: The MS4 Engineer is responsible for submitting the MS4 annual reports to
NYSDEC and assisting the various personnel at the Village in MS4 compliance.

If any maintenance work required for the MS4 program is contracted to others, they must comply with
the NYSDEC’s third party contractor agreement. The table below outlines several MS4 compliance
activities which are completed by various departments or entities. The Village is handling these services
mostly without outside assistance, except for the Town of North Hempstead for hazardous waste
disposal.

There is no line item in the Village budget for the required compliance with the Phase Il Stormwater
Program. The Village pays for the program out of its operating budget, and, to a limited extent, from
available funding.

6 Policies, Procedures and Practices for Each Minimum Control
Measure (MCM’s)

6.1 Public Education and Outreach Program

The Village uses its website as its primary method of reaching residents with stormwater quality and solid
waste related information, and a newsletter is mailed to each resident annually. The Village provides
educational information pertaining to recycling, household hazardous wastes, litter, debris, pet waste,
not feeding waterfowl, erosion control and the need for construction permits within the Village. The
Village uses its website and a Village Newsletter as its method of reaching residents with stormwater
quality related information.

On the website home page are ribbon tabs across the top of the page containing various categories of
information. Under the Departments tab, Public Works subtab, are hyperlinks to garbage and rubbish
pick-up, leaf yard waste and organics pick-up, and recyclable pick-up. There is a link to the village
newsletter under the Residents tab. The Government tab contains a subtab for Stormwater Management.
This subtab contains hyperlinks to the County stormwater website, educational information pertaining to
the MS4 program, annual reports, illicit discharges, and educational materials on water pollutants.

Additionally, as a Coalition Partner, Nassau County is addressing the same issue watershed-wide
including residents of Flower Hill. Please see the County Stormwater Management Program Annual
Report (SWMPAR) on the County website. For example, the Nassau County Soil and Water Conservation
District and the NYS Dept. of Environmental Conservation released their educational film

titled Stormwater Pollution and Green Infrastructure Solutions on January 28, 2016. This film highlights
stormwater runoff impacts throughout New York State and showcases several green infrastructure

6.2 Public Involvement/Participation

The Village Board of Trustees posts the Draft Stormwater Management Program Annual Report
(SWMPAR) on its website and invites public comment. The Village uses the official newspaper and the
Public Notices section of its web site to announce public meetings.

Other participatory Village activities include the advertised public meetings for

e The Board of Trustees, for policy issues and all matters of public concern. Meetings are scheduled
for the first Tuesday of the month at 7:30 PM.

e Zoning Board of Appeals, for applications from property owners and other aggrieved parties who
need to challenge the requirements of the zoning law and permitted property uses. (held as
needed, usually monthly)

e Planning Board for hearings on site plan review for construction projects. This Board has the
power to conduct investigations, reports and recommendations relative to the planning and
development of structures within the Village (held as needed, usually monthly).
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The Village follows the public involvement and participation requirements and is not planning additional
duplicative and redundant efforts.

6.3 lllicit Discharge Detection and Elimination

According to federal regulations, an illicit stormwater discharge is a discharge that is not composed
entirely of stormwater. They are considered “illicit” because the municipal stormwater system is not
designed to accept, process or dispose of non-stormwater wastes.

The Village staff person responsible for the Village lllicit Discharge Detection and Elimination Program is
the Stormwater Management Officer (SMO), which is communicated by using the contact information
provided in Section 4. In its public outreach program, the Village has published a stormwater dumping
hotline number, and items on pollution prevention for businesses and landscapers.

The Village adopted a local law to prohibit illicit connections to the municipal stormwater system on
October 4, 2007. A copy of the Village’s local law pertaining to lllicit Discharges to Storm Sewers is
included in Appendix A of this plan.

One method of detecting illicit discharges is to conduct inspections of the stormwater system during dry
periods, when there should be no flow due to precipitation. The Village is served by a municipal
separate sanitary sewer system, so private septic systems are not an issue. The Village monitors the
street sides for signs of potential illicit discharges to its system. If moisture or other indicators are
found, the Village will find the source and take appropriate action. The Village monitors the street sides
for potential illicit discharges to its system. If moisture or other indicators are found, the Village will find
the source and take appropriate action. The Village has a standard table to log and track outfall illicit
discharge field investigations. lllicit discharges will be logged if found which identifies the discharge,
outcome, enforcement taken/needed.

6.4 Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control
One of the primary pollutants of concern is sediment from construction sites that enters the storm system
due to erosion from rainfall on unvegetated and unprotected surfaces.

The Village adopted a local law to require erosion control and stormwater management on construction
sites on August 22, 2007. This law applies to all activities within the Village that cause land disturbance
of an acre or more. A copy of the Village’s local law pertaining to Erosion Control and Stormwater
Management is included in Appendix B of this plan. Information from the public concerning
construction activities is routed through the Village Building Department, identified in Section 4, as well
as the Village’s Contact page on the website.

The Construction Oversight Program (COP) provides in greater detail the Village’s operations for before,
during, and closing out SWPPPs and construction activities. The COP is found in Appendix F and
identifies the procedure for receiving, reviewing, and inspecting SWPPPs within the Village along with a
list of all SWPPPs. The Village has a standard form to track active construction sites, a written erosion
compliance procedure and a field inspection checklist. As a local practice, the Village requires sediment
and erosion control on projects below the acre regulatory threshold when in the opinion of the building
Department such measures are warranted. In addition, the Village requires a minimum of 3 inches of
runoff storage as a post construction management practice on all new construction and substantial
renovations.
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According to the Nassau County land records on its GIS system, there are a total of 4,328 land parcels in
the Village and of those, only 45 are greater than or equal to one acre. Several of those are owned by the
Village, or other public entities. Since the Village is already completely developed, the conditions for the
new local law will rarely be met.

6.5 Post-Construction Stormwater Management

As indicated in the previous section, it is unlikely that the soil disturbance threshold for post
construction stormwater management will be reached, so that this minimum control measure will not
formally apply. As alocal practice the village calls for stormwater runoff to be retained in drywells for
smaller projects.

The Village requires that those responsible for construction activities to construct, install and maintain
stormwater management facilities. The Village’s requirement is that the systems must be designed with
the minimum storage capacity for the runoff from a 3-inch rainfall event.

This exceeds the Stream Channel Protection Volume (Cpy) published in the NYS Stormwater Management
Design Manual and assures the all pollutants carried by stormwater runoff by a one-year 24-hour storm
are retained on-site. When basement porches are present or there are potential impacts onto neighboring
properties the design rainfall capacity may be increased to 5-inch or 8-inch events, to limit negative
impacts that would have occurred. Furthermore, subdivisions of 5 lots or more and improvements
abutting County roads require retention of five (5) to eight (8) inches of runoff per County requirements.

These requirement help ensure that properties located downstream from construction sites are not
impacted by stormwater. The Village has prepared a Post-Construction SWP Inspection and
Maintenance Program which provides greater detail on Village operations to ensure the long-term
operation, maintenance, and cleaning for drainage infrastructure. See Appendix G.

6.6 Pollutant Prevention and Good Housekeeping
The Village is responsible for the operation and maintenance of the facilities and infrastructure listed in
Section 2 of this plan.

The following is a table that shows who is responsible for the maintenance of the various activities within
Village operations.

The Village DPW sweeps its streets and parking lots weekly and conducts cleaning by hand in places where
sand accumulates, to prevent solids and associated pollutants from entering the drainage system. DPW
inspects its catch basins and drywells annually and cleans catch basins when the silt is within 1 ft of the
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effluent pipe. Catch basins with a history of frequent filling with sand and sediment are cleaned more
often. Right-of-way maintenance is limited to several small traffic islands.

For snow and ice control, the Village use calcium chloride in conjunction with salt and sand to provide a
more efficient de-icing operation and less use of chemicals. According to the Transportation Research
Board of the National Academies:

THE QUANTITY OF SALT REQUIRED TO MAINTAIN BARE PAVEMENT CAN BE
MINIMIZED PARTLY BY APPLYING CHEMICALS, SUCH AS SODIUM CHLORIDE AND
CALCIUM CHLORIDE MIXTURES, THAT MELT ICE FASTER PER UNIT APPLIED.

At Village Buildings, paper is recycled and green products are used.

DPW maintenance vehicles and equipment are kept in good condition to lessen the potential of a pollution

event. Appropriate materials management is practiced and recycling of used products is accomplished:
e Lubricants and solvents are stored in appropriate cabinets

Used oil, antifreeze, solvents, batteries, and tires are recycled

Secondary containment is provided for used fluids

Spill kits are available

All vehicle wash water is contained on site

If the Village uses pesticides or fertilizers at the Recreation Center or at the Powells Lane Park, an
employee with a NYSDEC License performs the application.

The right-of-way along Village streets is maintained by the abutting property owners. The Village
performs limited street side mowing in areas that do not abut private property.

For any municipal construction subject to MCM 4/5, Construction Activity SPDES Permit coverage will be
obtained prior to commencement of work. Since the Village infrastructure and facilities are fully
developed, there are no plans for any municipal construction. Any significant improvements will be done
by an outside contract.

The Village assesses its municipal operations and maintenance program annually and makes appropriate
adjustments when needed. The program is effective for infrastructure and facilities under Village
jurisdiction.

The Village has a series of standard forms to track municipal operations to ensure that good housekeeping
is practiced within the Village. The Village evaluates its maintenance program annually and revises good

housekeeping and pollution prevention planning of its infrastructure and facilities to the maximum extent
practicable.

8 Enforcement Measures and Tracking

When stormwater non-compliance is identified by the Village, enforcement actions will be taken
promptly but no later than 7 days following identification of the non-compliance. The Village will take
appropriate sanctions against the applicant based on the nature and severity of the situation. Non-
compliance will be classified as a minor or major violation. The level of enforcement response will
depend upon several of the following factors:
e Severity of the violation
e The violator’s knowledge of the regulations being violated.

e A history of violations and/or enforcement actions against the individual or contractor.
e The potential deterrent value of the enforcement action.

The Village will use a progressive enforcement policy, escalating the response when an applicant fails to
respond in a timely manner. If the Village identifies a deficiency in the implementation of the approved
SWPPP or amendments and the deficiency is not corrected immediately or by a date requested by the
Village, the project is in non-compliance. The recommended sequence of enforcement actions is listed
below:

Verbal Warning

Written Warning

Stop Work Order

Temporary Suspension of Work

Require Corrective Action

The Village has taken a comprehensive approach to enforcement through the Enforcement Response
Plan, identified in Appendix H. The Enforcement Response Plan also identifies how measures taken by
the Village will be tracked.

9 OQutfall and System Mapping

The 2024 General Permit updates the requirements for mapping to include GIS solutions. The following
maps are included under Appendix I. The MS4 storm watershed boundaries are shown on the map
based on a topographic ridgeline established by the County.

Approximately half of the Village is in a watershed; the other half drains to groundwater through
stormwater basins or drywells. The first part is in the East Meadow Brook Watershed that discharges to
the East Bay. The Village is above the headwaters of the East Meadow Brook and is connected to the
brook through the County Drainage system.

The Village has no outfalls but has fifteen (15) connections to the County system and five (5)
connections to the State system (that in turn connects to the County system). These connections were
mapped and the Village initiated dry weather surveys of these interconnections in 2009. These
inspections will be conducted in accordance with the requirements in the Permit.
